Loaves and Fishes Pumpkin Squares

Topping:
Combine 1 cup of yellow cake mix, 1 tsp. cinnambd,c. sugar. Cutin 1/4 c. margarine or
butter. Set aside.

For the bottom:

Combine the balance of the cake mix, 1/4 c. mettiadyarine or butter, and 1 beaten egg.
Press into the bottom of a lightly greased 9x1¥ecaan. (You can also use a 10x16” pan,
just watch the cooking time.)

For the filling:

Combine 1 large can of pumpkin, 2/3 c. sugar, 2dreaggs, 2 c. evaporated milk (use one
can of milk which will partially fill the second g top off with water), 2 tsp. cinnamon,

1/2 tsp. ginger, and 3/4 tsp. salt. Pour overdmottand sprinkle with the topping.

Bake at 350 degrees for 50 minutes. Enjoy!
